As part of the work of the Ministerial Medical Technology Strategy Group NHS Technology Adoption Centre has been looking at new processes for driving ‘Demand Pull’. Putting Clinicians to the fore in defining the technologies required to satisfy unmet clinical needs.  

We have been working with the Cardiac Networks in the North of England and London to run two workshops which brought clinicians together from across the Heart Failure pathways. The Workshops debated the technologies which are currently seen as standard of care and those that are in the pipeline or in use in early adopter sites.

The teams then explored where gaps exist and where there are real opportunities to support the unmet clinical needs with new technology.

The next steps will be to hold two workshops

which will bring together clinicians, industry and researchers to explore the opportunities to meet the needs which have been defined.
