Jordan's healthcare services and facilities are regionally recognised as very advanced. British exporters, consultants and training providers have potentially significant opportunities in this sector and Jordanian companies like to deal with UK providers. Existing hospitals are renovating and expanding their facilities, while new private and public sector hospitals continue to be developed. Jordan is placed among the top 10 countries in the world in reducing infant mortality. The crude birth rate is 29 per 1000 and the crude death rate is 7 per 1000. Jordan's population of 5.4 million is growing at 2.8% per year posing a challenge to the Government in the provision of health services to a rapidly growing and young society. Medical Tourism is recognised and being developed in Jordan with a strong national and international support. The World Bank medical tourism experts ranked Jordan number one in the Arab region and fifth in the world as a medical tourism hub. 
 

Health services in Jordan are delivered through an extensive network of public and private medical facilities; 1) The Public Sector is represented by the Ministry of Health, Royal Medical Services and State University Hospitals. 2) The Private Sector which represents 56% of the total number of hospital facilities in Jordan. The combination of highly qualified Jordanian medical personnel, up-to-date facilities and relatively low costs makes Jordan highly competitive in the healthcare business. 3) International agencies and Charitable Sector such as the United Nations Relief Works Agency (UNRWA) also provide limited health services in Jordan.
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
