The City:

The city of Dusseldorf lies next to the Rhine in Western Germany. The majority of the city and the exhibition centre is on the East side of the Rhine (except for Oberkassel, Niederkassel, Heerdt and Lorick). Situated next to the banks of the river is the most famous part of the city known as the Old Town (Altstadt). This is where the majority of the bars and restaurants can be found and it is known as ‘the longest bar in the world’ with some 220 bars and restaurants nestled in the narrow lanes and alleys. During Medica the restaurants are extremely busy and you will often find long queues for tables. If you are intending on entertaining clients or are part of a large group it is advisable to pre-book tables well in advance.

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Getting Around:

Travelling around Dusseldorf is easy. The city has an extremely efficient train and tram service which reaches virtually every corner of the city and the admission tickets for the exhibition permit free travel during the exhibition. The central railway station (Hauptbahnhof) and Heinrich-Heine Allee (in the Old Town) are the two main junctions and from these most destinations can be reached. 

The U78 and U79 subway tram lines and the no.722 bus will take you directly to the fairground. The U78 stops at the East and North entrances while the U79 stops at the East entrance only. From the East entrance you can use get the no.722 bus which will take you round to the South Entrance. There are also regular shuttle busses to the airport from the exhibition centre (No.896).
