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“Innovation for quality” should become a key principle in the operation of the NHS in England.  At last, there is the realisation that the NHS is tax-funded from the economy and therefore should make a contribution back to the economy. 

As we explored at the 2008 Conference there are a range of influences at work in the wake of Lord Darzi’s Next Stage Review of the NHS.  Many initiatives are underway - one year on, which have made a difference?  The 2009 Conference will look at initiatives designed to promote innovation adoption by the NHS.  There are changes in medical technology evaluation, but change is needed in commercial policy and procurement practice.  This is a make or break year if the OGC’s review of NHS procurement is to mean anything at all and we shall put a spotlight on that.
