Background on MATCH

Inventing and marketing medical devices has always been a challenge, a challenge now heightened by the credit crunch and the thirst by purchasers for greater evidence of value-for-money.  If the belt-tightening forecasts for the NHS are anywhere near the mark, then devices are likely to be front line targets for cost-savings.
MATCH is a research collaboration between four leading UK universities in healthcare technology assessment, and a cohort of industrial partners. Over the past five years, MATCH has researched evidence-gathering strategies, identification of users and the markets they represent, the link between clinical demand and business process, and especially investment decisions. 
What will be covered in the workshop?

In this workshop we present inventors, research managers, investment decision-makers and marketing strategists with two important sets of tools - those that identify clinical value and those that help companies to get to the right user communities at the right time.  Since health economics plays an increasing role in the adoption of medical technology, the session begins with an introduction to economic evaluation and a simple tool is presented to help product development managers identify the key value-adding aspects of a new device and to obtain an idea of the impact of basic trade-offs.  


Later, we will turn to the question of users.  While much is made of the need to involve users, there is limited guidance as to whom to approach and when.  While there is lots of time for analysis once the device is on the market, the crucial decisions are often made under extreme time pressure and severe financial constraints.  We will present strategies for identifying and then accessing appropriate users throughout the product development cycle.
