Mr M Hijazi, Secretary of Health and Environment and accompanying delegates recently visited the UK.

DHI had organised a comprehensive programme for one week.  Key features were the requests to support the Ministry of Health’s training plan.  The Academy of Medical Royal Colleges and the UK universities ‘Training Gateway’ signed agreements to train doctors, nurses and hospital managers.

Mr Hijazi indicated that he wanted 220 hospital managers to have access to Masters Degree programmes in health management.

A number of healthcare companies are also beginning to make good progress in accessing the Libyan healthcare market.

The Department of Health manages the MoU with Libya and a number of collaborative projects are either planned or under way.

Certainly, evidence is appearing to reveal that Libya is now beginning to offer many commercial opportunities in the future.
