September Brazil 2009

A highlight of this year’s bilateral relationship with Brazil was the inward mission by Dr Jose Gomez Temporao Brazilian Minister of Health in September 2009. The JETCO Summit was held in London in the week preceding the visit.  
During the course of planning, it became evident that Dr Temporao was assembling a very senior delegation of eleven officials from the Ministry of Health and related health organisations in Brazil. 
The programme took into account parallel initiatives, notably a UKTI Business Development Seminar, an address at Chatham House and an informal lunch with GSK. The newly appointed Secretary of State, Rt Hon Andy Burnham MP was willing to be involved in the programme twice, which proved to be extremely valuable. 

At the conclusion of his inward mission programme, Dr Temporao conducted a Press Conference at the Brazilian Embassy. In it, he referred to potential linkages between the Ministry of Health and NICE, Fiocruz and HPA and ANVISA and MHRA. He confirmed the strength of relationships between the Ministry of Health and GSK, specifically the agreement that had been reached with GSK for the production of vaccines. He was seeking greater involvement of Pharmaceutical Companies in Brazil’s economy. 
Public Private Partnerships were integral to successful development of the Health Industrial Complex. The Brazilian Ministry of Health was keen to see greater use being made of all forms of Public Private Partnerships in health services development. 
DHI is currently working with UKTI to develop follow up activity in Brazil to capitalise on Dr Temporao’s inward mission.
