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China

Health bilateral relationships with China are robust. The MoU has also provided the foundation for collaboration, which has been led and supported by a number of Ministers on both sides including Rt Hon Alan Johnson, former Health Secretary when he visited China late last year. 

The UK/China Partners in Health Innovation programme has now completed its 2-year run and there is a clear view that this has been a resounding success. Several major companies have participated—GSK, Astra Zeneca, BUPA, HCA etc, etc. Certainly, the programme has elevated names and reputations in China.

DHI has attempted to support the UK healthcare industry through government relations and it is hoped that future contracts will flow from the groundwork, which has been prepared together.

In December 2009, some DH officials visited Beijing, Shanghai and Hong Kong to meet leading officials to address the next phase of the health relationship with a view to assessing future priorities.
