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Iraq

The Department of Health's Iraq Clinical Training and Development Programme reached a successful conclusion on 30th November 2009. Under the initiative, approximately 350 Iraqi doctors and nurses were hosted in the United Kingdom to update their clinical skills and to equip them as ‘change agents’ in the rebuilding of the Iraq health care system. In parallel, a further 30 health system leaders were invited to the United Kingdom to prepare them to work with their clinical colleagues on the major rehabilitation task. 

The success of the Clinical Training Development Programme has resulted in an immense goodwill dividend for the United Kingdom within Iraq and the Middle East Region generally. This has proved helpful in pursuit of business opportunities. The UKTI Iraq Healthcare Working Group has played a pivotal role in supporting the rebuilding of the healthcare system in Iraq and coordinating business development opportunity with Iraq.   

Meetings of the UKTI Iraq Healthcare Working Group take place regularly on a quarterly basis. Chaired by George Kennedy CBE, Chairman of Eschmann Holdings, the Group draws on membership from:
