Arab Health Congress and Exhibition 

One of DH International's key objectives at the 2010 Arab Health Congress and Exhibition was to capitalise on the progress made in 2008 & 2009 in penetrating the Arab Health Congress.   

The first DHI contribution to the Arab Health Congress was made in January 2008. This was on the Iraq Clinical Training and Development Programme and presented to the ‘Leaders in Healthcare’ forum. This was followed in 2009 when DHI was invited to address the subject of ‘Public and Private Partnerships (PPP) and how they relate in the NHS.’ 

In 2010, DHI was requested to present the final outcome of the Iraq Clinical Training and Development to the first Middle East Quality Management Forum organised by the Arab Health Congress. Attendance at Quality Management Forum was reported by the organisers as being the best of the Congress seminar series. 

Now that a pattern of successful input has been established, there is a strong argument for suggesting that a standing DHI/NHS Global contribution to the Arab Health Congress. Preliminary discussions along these lines were held with UKTI in Dubai. 

A Memorandum of Understanding between the Iraq Ministry of Health and the Academy of the Medical Royal Colleges was signed in December 2008. This agreement is expected to provide longer-term continuity in the relationship with Iraq.
